3a) Make your old PC run like new 

• Step 1: Back up everything (which you should be doing anyway)
• Make a list of everything on the PC that’s important to you

• Get an external hard-drive then copy everything on your list to it

For Windows 10 users -

• Step 2: ‘Reset or Refresh’ Windows (this can get complicated!)
• Instructions Here: Reset or reinstall Windows 10

3b) Make your old PC (almost) run like new 

• Add memory and an SSD*
• Determine what type and how much memory you have installed

• How to find how much RAM is installed on a computer
• How to find the right memory for your system

• Dell Latitude E5400 example

• Installing Computer Memory
• And there’s always a YouTube video to show you how it’s done
• Ex. Dell Latitude E5400 Keyboard, RAM and Hard drive replacement

• Replace your ‘spinning’ hard drive with a solid state drive (SSD)

4) Free virus and malware software

• Know how your router firewall works

• Use Window’s built-firewall

• Use Gmail (AOL, Xfinity, Yahoo and Outlook.com work well too)

• Use Chrome or Firefox, and an ad-ware blocker (AdBlock Plus)

• Use the WOT (Web of Trust) plug-in to improve ‘safe browsing’

• Enable Window’s free virus program Windows Defender

• Don’t forget to use good old-fashioned common sense when browsing, 
installing programs or opening e-mails!

• And if that’s not good enough, install and run Malwarebytes if you think 
there’s malware on your PC (also free)

• My current favorite:
• Chrome Remote Desktop
• Instructions to Access another computer with Chrome Remote Desktop

• But you can even use Zoom for remote access (instructions)

Set up remote access to your computer
You can set up remote access to your Mac, Windows, or Linux computer.

1.On your computer, open Chrome.
2.In the address bar, type remotedesktop.google.com/access.

3.Under “Set up Remote Access,” click Download .

4.Follow the onscreen directions to download and install Chrome Remote Desktop.

• Better: buy ‘refurbished’! Just do it – you’ll thank me…
• Apple ‘refurbished’ products are always ‘good as new’ & include full warranty

• You’ll need to order on-line, not at your favorite Apple store

• And do you really NEED the latest model? Buy a model a couple years old 
and save hundreds!

9) Recover a lost/stolen PC for free

• Enable “Find My Device” in Windows 10
• To enable the device-tracking, open the Start menu or Start screen and select Settings.
• Navigate to Update & security > Find My Device in the Settings app to find this feature.
• You’ll need to be using a Microsoft account to enable this. You’ll log into that Microsoft 

account from a web browser to track the device if you ever lose it.

• How to Track, Disable, and Wipe a Lost iPhone, iPad, or Mac
• Apple’s “Find My” services are integrated into iPhones, iPads, and even their Mac computers.

• How to Find Your Lost or Stolen Android Phone
• Android’s built-in Android Device Manager allows you to track, lock, and wipe lost Android 

phones and tablets. You must enable this feature on each Android device you own by 
launching the Google Settings app, tapping Android Device Manager, and activating it.

• How to Setup Your Laptop with Tracking Software in Case You Ever Lose It
• LockitTight - Online Device Tracking
• Prey – Simplified endpoint management with automated security and anti-theft

• Then use free cloud storage to backup important files, share 
photos/documents, stream stuff, & sync devices

• My favorites:
• Google Drive – 15gb free, then $1.99/mth for 100gb

• Microsoft OneDrive – 5gb free, then $1.99/ mth for 100gb

• iCloud – 5gb free, then $.99/ mth for 50gb

• Dropbox – 2gb free, then $9.99/ mth for 2tb
